1 Worldwide (except for US) for diagnosis
coding

v US for cause of death 1999

1 Need for more accurate and specific details in
coding

1 Many ICD - 9- CMcategories are filled

+ Yearly updates of ICD -9- CM cannot keep
pace with new technologies
