	2. Administrative/Housekeeping

RDU activity report summarizes the on going work since July 2025. Everyone felt the report was at a good length and very useful. 
d. Questions on Short Updates
i. Recinda explained that two U.S. registries requested extensions for certification, with one facing technical issues and another affected by a ransomware attack. She clarified the differences between CiNA and certification-only extensions, noting that CiNA extensions can be granted until the end of January and require communication with her for workload planning. 
ii. Recinda also discussed the progress on three papers related to the CiNA Writing Network, including a short report on melanoma, a CNA-specific paper, and a study on gastric cancer, with another lung cancer paper pending approval.

	3. Board Update
a. Board/Chair Update
The federal resource reductions were discussed and their impact on prioritization, with two main priority areas being general communications and data quality. The board expressed concern about resource allocation and requested more information on potential cuts, though no formal feedback was received yet.

	5. New TF (Charters)
a. Communications Improvement 
Recinda explaining that while it's unusual to vote without a chair, they decided to proceed due to the task force's importance and the lack of a formal rule requiring a chair. The task force would have a 1-2 year commitment and focus on improving access to RDE resources, with Angela L noting that having an approved charter could help recruit a chair. The group agreed to vote on the charter, with Paige and Jeff supporting the decision, and Angela L suggesting that having the charter ready could help find a suitable chair. The group discussed voting on a Communication Improvement Task Force charter, with Recinda explaining that while it's unusual to vote without a chair, they decided to proceed due to the task force's importance and the lack of a formal rule requiring a chair. The task force would have a 1–2-year commitment and focus on improving access to RDE resources, with Angela L noting that having an approved charter could help recruit a chair. The group agreed to vote on the charter before a chair is found.

	6. Geocoder Technical WG Update
The Geocoder Technical Workgroup's is focusing on improving geocoding quality and data fitness for use. Recinda explained that the workgroup is defining high-quality geocodes and establishing inclusion-exclusion criteria for recommended registries. She noted challenges with leadership and coordination, highlighting the need for administrative support. 
	· The group agreed to discuss strategies for addressing leadership gaps in work groups at the next meeting.
